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SOP: Reopening of RDTC
1. Introduction 

· Reopening of RDTC training activities from 3rd week of July, 2020

2. General pre-requisites 

· Two safety focal officers appointed; Mr. Rinchen Dorji, Sr.Instructor (Livestock), Mr. Dorji Tshering, Sr.Instructor (Agriculture)
· Participants pre-inform through dzongkhags and gewogs of requirements in the centre (2 face masks).

· RDTC hostel used as temporary accommodation was vacated, cleaned and disinfected since 1st week of July, 2020.
· In collaboration with Zhemgang BHU, the participants shall be briefed on the new norms as and when they enter the campus, their temperatures taken, and personal records maintained. 
3. Resource and Infrastructure

· Hostel: RDTC hostel has a capacity of 80 participants; to maintain COVID -19 prevention and control measures RDTC shall in-take not more than 40 participants in one go or not more than 3 persons in a room.
· Classroom: There are two classrooms, one multi-purpose hall, one conference hall, to maintain the distance of minimum of one metre, multi-purpose and conference halls shall be used as classroom with participants of not more than 25. 

· RDTC shall maintain continuous supply of water and there are washing tap available in hostel bathrooms and toilets, in front of dining hall and classroom toilets, further 3 more hand washing stations shall be install, one between Classroom and Administration buildings, one in front of ICT building and one on the way to dining hall. 
· ICT building, presently using as transit camp shall be identify as sick room for participants and staff.

· Two staff identified and trained on safety operations.
· There shall be continuous supply of soap and sanitizers.

· RDTC install facilities for COVID 19 preventions (2 hand washing station, 2 Thermal Thermometer, Druk Trace Code, Markings on the floors in dining hall, classrooms, library, farms)

· Hand sanitizers install in every exit point (classrooms, dining hall, administration, hostels) 
· In group working groups, 4 members working groups shall be permissible in fields, farms, or classes.

· RDTC will follow the MoH guideline

· RDTC will follow the MoH guideline
